Young drivers are twice as often involved in severe
accidents as older and more experienced drivers

Their most frequent accident configurations are

bend and road shoulder accidents. These
are skidding accidents, which would be

avoided or mitigated by ESC
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Frequency of severe accidents for different driver age groups

25% of accidents with injured car drivers
30% - occur with young people, twice as much as
with older and more experienced drivers
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The 2 most frequent
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2 ccidents of young drivers

1. Accidents in bends 2. Accidents iﬂVOlVing
road shoulders

Skidding is frequently recorded in such accident configurations.
ESC can help enormously to reduce such accidents.
